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I think the fairest compliment I can pay to director James Ponsoldts compelling and restrained indie love story The Spectacular Now is that it often bugged me while I was watching it, but I couldnt stop thinking about it afterwards, which made it an awful lot like observing someone elses flawed love affair in real life. There were moments when I
thought the teenage characters created by writers Scott Neustadter and Michael H. Weber (theyre the team who wrote (500) Days of Summer, this time eschewing Hall & Oates dance numbers for aching sincerity) were not well-constructed. Why does happy-go-lucky party boy Sutter Keely (Miles Teller) have to be a teen alcoholic straight out of an
after-school special, and why is he hopelessly nave about the fact that his missing dad is probably not such a great guy? Why is Sutters awesome new girlfriend, Aimee (Shailene Woodley), such a total doormat for his misbehavior once she falls for him?And then I reflected that, oh yeah, decent and likable people often behave like complete idiots and
hurt themselves and each other, and never more so than when theyre young and in love. If youve ever been either of those things and that describes close to 100 percent of the human population this movie will pack a highly personal emotional wallop. Sutter and Aimee think theyre in control of their lives, but theyre following powerful scripts they
cant even see which, if were honest with ourselves, is what most of us do most of the time. As we watch The Spectacular Now, we stand just outside Sutter and Aimees life in suburban Atlanta, far enough away to see that this combustible romance might not end well, but not so far that we ever stop rooting for them.Teller, a 26-year-old actor whos
been seen in Rabbit Hole, 21 & Over and the Footloose remake, seems to be having a moment right now, and I can see why. He projects both macho bravado and extreme fragility; hes the bad boy who seems redeemable. Sutter keeps trying to convince himself that his flirtation with the studious and virginal Aimee is just half a notch above platonic
friendship, perhaps because his friends are incredulous. Hes on the rebound after getting dumped by Cassidy (Brie Larson), a popular, blonde overachiever type who correctly infers that Sutters life is heading into a cul-de-sac. Again, while we can see some of the deeper issues pulling Sutter and Aimee together theyre both children of single moms,
dealing with abandonment and alcoholism Neustadter and Webers script only occasionally brings those things to the surface, and never wails on them too hard.If Sutter is arguably the main character, the movies real emotional center is Woodleys remarkable performance as Aimee. Woodley plays the lead role in the ABC Family series The Secret Life
of the American Teenager, and deserved an Oscar nomination (but didn't get one) for her role as George Clooneys daughter in The Descendants. Its a teen-movie stereotype to have a beautiful young woman play the plain-Jane type, but Woodley is entirely convincing as a manga-reading geek girl who keeps her nose to the grindstone in a dysfunctional
household, driving her drunken moms paper route before school. (She first officially meets Sutter -- it's safe to say she's been admiring him from afar -- because hes passed out on somebodys front lawn at 6 A.M.) Its less that Aimee isnt pretty than that shes never devoted any time or energy to the conventional signals of high-school attractiveness,
wears jeans and T-shirts every day, and takes shelter in the idea that boys dont think of her that way.Ponsoldt, who directed Mary Elizabeth Winstead and Aaron Paul in the memorable booze-marriage drama Smashed (Im guessing this guy has alcohol issues in his family) and is supposedly making a drama about Hillary Rodham as a young lawyer,
allows his actors to form an organic connection in long, single-shot conversations, which move gradually from the attitude-rich B.S. of teenage talk to the dawning recognition that something unusual is happening between them. If there are a fair number of conventional plot twists and character revelations Sutter goes to visit his dad, with predictable
consequences; theres a low-key intervention and a car accident the heart of this movie can be understood from its title. The moments that Aimee and Sutter spend together, including their exquisite first kiss and the almost unbearable intimacy of the first time they have sex, are indeed spectacular.I continued to worry about these two long after the
movie was over, and to think hackneyed Dr. Phil thoughts about how I hope Sutter has made some discoveries about why he drinks so damn much, and how Aimee needs to realize that she cant allow herself to be endangered by someone she loves. I hope theyre OK! Im really not sure they should stay together! And then there were the moments when
The Spectacular Now dragged me back down the memory hole into my own past, and a girl named Christina whom I treated dreadfully many years ago. Give me one more minute, and Ill become that guy on a barstool telling a story no one wants to hear; before we get there, Ill say that The Spectacular Now is a memorable, imperfect, heartbreaking

The latter, meanwhile, was universally acclaimed by critics.And for good reason: The Spectacular Now, based
on Tim Tharp's eponymous 2008 novel, is one of the last decade's most sensitive American movies about adolescence. Despite taking on the form of a cute, pleasant, unassuming teen romance of the sort you might find nowadays on Netflix's Original Movies section, the movie gradually shows its literary roots as well as the work of screenwriters Scott
Neustadter and Michael H. Weber, of (500) Days of Summer fame and becomes complex, unconventionally heartbreaking, and hard to pin down. This might explain why it's sounderappreciated.The two protagonists, Sutter (Miles Teller) and Aimee (Shailene Woodley), are among the most three-dimensional characters you'll ever find in a teen movie.
And part of what makes The Spectacular Now stand out is that it lets their story unfold organically, informed by all their flaws and complications, without forcing their lives into a neat narrative structure. So when the film's ending comes, it's perfectly ambivalent, wide open, and still full of deeper significance. Where many movies of its ilk would angle
on a well-defined plot, with the character arcs serving as "subtext," The Spectacular Now is entirely the story of Sutter Keely and his stunted, fits-and-starts emotional development. He introduces himself to us as an air-headed, hard-partying, hard-drinking popular kid, forced into introspection for the first time after getting dumped by his girlfriend
Cassidy (Brie Larson).His friendship and eventual relationship with shy geek Aimee Finecky encourages him to take himself more seriously, but he has trouble figuring out what he wants from life in the long term, his drinking problem becomes more apparent, and the responsibility of being Aimee's first boyfriend overwhelms him. The last third of the
movie becomes almost punishing to watch, as Sutter realizes how similar he is to his estranged deadbeat father, gets cast aside by him during a reconciliation attempt, alienates Aimee, and misses the deadline for college applications.Near the end of the movie, Sutter makes two major choices. First, he admits to his boss at the clothing store (Bob
Odenkirk) that he can't be trusted to work sober, and quits his job. Then, he ghosts Aimee as she's expecting him to tag along with her on her move to Philadelphia, effectively ending their relationship by inaction. These two decisions point to Sutter's standing at the end of the movie. He's never been more conscious of his problems, but, instead of
working through them, he has retreated into stewing in despair. He is still unable to see things with perspective. When he's in pain, he still believes the pain will last forever. It's hard for him to imagine any future at all, let alone one in which he has somehow fixed all the things he's screwed up. It would be dishonest if The Spectacular Now ended
with Sutter having a major emotional breakthrough and managing to turn his life around easily; for the Sutter we've come to know at that point, change is near-unthinkable. So instead, Neustadter and Weber do just the right thing they end Sutter's story on a leap of faith. The intense argument with his mother Sara (Jennifer Jason Leigh) serves to
drive into his head, if only momentarily, that he is loved, valid, and different from his father. That nugget of encouragement might not be all it would take for Sutter to operate a whole self-reinvention, but it's enough for him to finish writing his application letter, in which he finally reasons with himself that, despite all he's lost, it's not too late for
him.To the very end, The Spectacular Now is concerned with emotional authenticity. Sutter's letter is not very articulate, and he jumps from shame to hope in it rather abruptly, without a rhetorical throughline. There's no telling if the circumstances will permit him to improve. And yet, he decides to give it a shot which, for a boy who previously had no
concept of the word "future," counts as a big breakthrough.So the movie ends with the montage of him going to Philadelphia to find Aimee, without telling us just what he intends to do there, what his new plans are, or even what he's going to tell her. It's seemingly an impulsive decision, like all the others he's made up to this point. But it's the first
impulsive decision he's made that's predicated on hope for the future. That modest development is enough for The Spectacular Now, a movie about real people going through life as best they can. And it's certainly enough for us, the viewers, as Aimee's uneasy half-smile upon seeing Sutter again reminds us of the beauty of their story that they're
young, their lives are just starting out, and there's plenty of time for them to work things out.
