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The masters azaleas

With The Masters underway at the Augusta National Golf Club, spectators will be rewarded with more than a professional golf tournament. The course is renowned for its beautiful flora and fauna, so while the tournament ushers in the golf majors season, it’s also a showcase of brightly-colored azaleas in full bloom.Azaleas are flowering shrubs
belonging to the Rhododendron genus, which flower in the spring, providing a magnificent and abundant floral display. Their showy and colorful blooms are glorious, whether planted as single shrubs or within a larger expanse. And their popularity is widespread, with many Azalea collections throughout the US, including a display at The New York
Botanical Garden.In celebration of the start of spring and azaleas in full bloom, we’ve put together 5 top tips on how to care for azaleas so you can enjoy an abundant display in your yard. You may like 1. Azaleas are acid-loving plants (Image credit: Getty Images)Azaleas thrive in acid soil that’s moist and well drained. Digging in organic matter, such
as compost, leaf mould, or bark, will provide the best nutrients to enrich the soil and sustain your plants.They do best in a soil with a pH between 4.5-6, but if you have alkaline soil, all is not lost. Plant Natural suggests correcting the pH level by adding acid-rich sulphur or pine needles. And if you're buying azaleas for the first time, it might be worth
investing in a soiling testing kit to check. You'll be able to see if you need to balance the soil before planting any new azalea shrubs. Understanding pH values The pH scale runs from 0 to 14, with seven being neutral. A lower pH indicates higher acidity, while a higher value indicates greater alkalinity.2. Plant azaleas in light shade(Image credit: Getty
Images)You'll get the most out of your azaleas if you plant them in the best position. Miracle-Gro suggests placing them in all-day dappled shade or where they are exposed to the sun in the morning and light shade in the afternoon. Spots under trees or along the north side of your house both make a good place, although avoid dense shade as the
blooms will suffer.Get instant access to breaking news, the hottest reviews, great deals and helpful tips.Why should you avoid planting azaleas in full sun? Apart from their leaves being at risk of scorching, positioning an azalea in full sun puts it under stress, making it more susceptible to disease and insect attack. 3. Avoid overwatering (Image credit:
Shutterstock)While azaleas favor moist soil they don’t like to be drenched, as this can lead to issues such as fungus and the add-on issue of root rot. If you notice wilted, yellow or blanched leaves, it could be an early sign. So, although the key is to water them regularly, especially in the first two years, as they become established plants, the trick is not
to over load them.Good drainage is also essential to ensure they don’t become overwatered and their roots become sodden. It will help to plant azaleas on a mound so that excess water can drain away. 4. Avoid pesky pests (Image credit: Shutterstock)Like all plants, azaleas are not averse to being attacked by pests. They are particularly vulnerable to
lace bugs that enjoy attaching to the undersides of their leaves and feasting on the plant’s sap. These bugs remove vital nutrients, causing the leaves to turn speckled grey-brown or silvery in color.Adult lace bugs are about 0.2 inches in length and mottled black and tan. Nymphs, or juveniles, are the same color but smaller and shinier in appearance.
The nymphs leave behind honeydew, a sugary liquid on which mold develops. The coating can inhibit photosynthesis, further damaging the plant’s health. If you’'re vigilant and spot the damage before it becomes a problem, the foliage can be pruned, which avoids the hazard of blitzing your azaleas with chemical to get rid of them. 5. Prune

wisely (Image credit: Getty)The best time to prune azaleas is a few weeks after they’ve finished blooming but before they start forming new buds in mid to late summer. So, the perfect time will be in June, while July will be too late.Pruning will allow more air to circulate within the plant, helping to prevent fungal infections. It will also improve the
overall shape of the plant and give you the opportunity to remove any diseased branches. (W]BF) - The azaleas of Augusta National: for the patrons, having
them at their best is par for the course. “Very important. I think it’s very important. It’s beautiful,” said Connor Fitzgerald, an Irishman from Albany New York. The patron’s affection for the flowers is on display. They wear it on their hats, and maybe the hottest clothing item this year are these azalea patterned shirts. There are a lot of them.
“Probably wear it once twice a year, and that is Augusta National Masters Week. It will go back in the closet until next April,” said Jeff Weliver of Charlotte, North Carolina. If you're going to the Masters and telling your story, the first question is always who won. The second is always, “How were the azaleas?” The hope is the answer is a ten. The
13th hole at Augusta National is called Azaleas surrounded by 1,600 plants, and it’s a good place to get the patrons ratings on this year’s blooms. “I'd say 8 1/2 or a 9,” said Chris Hardin, of Muskogee, Oklahoma. “There’s a few over there that look a little weak, but 9 is good,” said Fitzgerald. But those who flock to 13 to see the flowers know those
scores are too high. “My wife’s favorite hole. She loves the flowers, but we’re a little disappointed. They don’t look like they’re in bloom. Was it a bad spring?” said Ken Kozubowski from Chicago. “Not terrible. They bloomed out.” “That’s it. We missed it. Came 1,300 miles, and no blooms, huh?” said Marlene Beach from Novi, Michigan. “Sill pretty
nice.” “It’s pretty nice,” she said. This year, the azaleas are better than last year’s, and the late bloomers are still putting on a show. Nothing yet, sister, but according to the prophet Jenkins, Arnold Palmer so loves the world that he
will send his son, Jack Nicklaus, to save our wretched souls. We’ll treat him badly at first, of course, because people suck. But on a future Easter Sunday, he shall rise again and shoot 30 on the back nine to win his sixth green jacket. [Thwack! of ruler on desk] Do not say “suck!” Yes, sister.Life is replete with traditions like the historically accurate and
Vatican-verified oral tradition shared above and the green jacket, which was renamed in honor of Nicklaus. (It was originally known as “the green upper-body garment with lapels that will get you laughed out of any place other than Augusta National.”) Other dimming but still kicking memories of this time of year include visiting a butcher called
Swiacki in the section of Philly known as Port Richmond, which is the ancestral home of my lot. These visits, with my grandfather Walt, who was born in 1890 in Poland (Prussia at the time), were to secure the traditional crown jewel of Easter celebrations in our family — yards of kielbasa measured in arm lengths, slashed free with a knife and coiled
into brown paper for safe passage. Long after Walt passed on, I
started another tradition with my father: After the kielbasa was readied, I would ladle a few scoops of the heated liquid grease into a snifter and offer him an aperitif of Kielboisier (pronounced to the tune of Courvoisier). Thusly was born a signature drink never drank by even the most desperate drunk.It’s impossible to know whether we invent special
occasions and events so we can drink, or we like to drink as part of celebrating traditions, but who cares so long as there are drinks enough for everyone. What’s undeniable is that to varying degrees we identify specific drinks with specific events or moments in life — champagne with New Year’s and winning things in general, mint juleps with the
first Saturday in May, a Pimm’s Cup at Wimbledon and so on. The mint julep is what can safely be called a true signature drink — at the shindig for Kentucky Derby winners, the state’s governor offers up a toast using a sterling julep cup, and the cocktail’s history with the event dates back to the 19th century.Masters week is golf ’s clubbiest bit of
merrymaking and includes no small amount of tippling. There is not a drink or cocktail universally associated with the club or the tournament, however. Patrons with basic tickets have access to beer at concession stands but no hooch. For those with Willy Wonka golden tickets and friends in green jackets, a sit on the veranda outside the clubhouse or
a trip to Berckmans Place will include the opportunity to knock back a few Azaleas, the unofficial signature cocktail for seven days at Augusta National.A man in green I know informs me that you generally don’t see folks drinking Azaleas at the club other than during the Masters, so it isn’t exactly a mainstay. Nevertheless, the Azalea has qualities
that recommend it for your home consumption when you tune in this month — it’s tasty, it goes down easy, its colors scream “Oh glorious spring!” and, best of all, it ranks among the most malleable of cocktails.Mess with a martini too much and it’s not a martini at all. Get too cute with a manhattan and next thing you know you’re drinking a Newark.
The Azalea, bless its heart, was made for tinkering. It’s impossible to know whether we invent special occasions and events so we can drink, or we like to drink as part of celebrating traditions. Some mixers and shakers posit that the Azalea was conceived as a gin-based drink. I can’t argue the point — I'll just observe that most gin-based professionals
of my acquaintance don’t muck about with fruit juice. If you want some firepower in your Azalea, go for the gin.Vodka will result in a smoother experience, but you should make it in your own image. The mass-produced version available at the Masters seems to be a lot of ice, a shot or two of vodka, lemonade to near the brim and enough grenadine to
change the hue. I mixed up a few different Azalea recipes and poured them down Corknolia Lane (my drinkhole). The Masters’ version would be my choice for a session, but were I having just one or two, I'd opt for the more nuanced recipe described above.In the second half of my at-home taste test, I had a deep conversation with Hamilton, our
newish pug (RIP Churchill), about religion and the whole god-dog thing. He hinted that his faith revolves around a saliva-covered tennis ball, then cocked his head and stared at me a bit. It was a sign to make another drink, I deduced. After a few sips, I thought about my departed cousin Jimmy Dooley, who squeezed more laughs out of life than anyone
ever. A priest once admonished Jimmy, who was Port Richmond through and through, for his wayward pursuits and fondness for drink.“Father,” said Jimmy, “all the things you call sinning are the highlights of my life.” -Pour 2 oz good vodka (or gin if you prefer), 2 oz pineapple juice, 1 oz lemon juice (not lemonade) and a spoonful of grenadine into a
cocktail shaker filled with ice. -Shake, shake, shake, then pour through a strainer into a tall glass filled halfway with rocks. -Note: A lemon garnish on your Azalea is lovely. what to know about Augusta National's azaleas and the rest of its floriculture:Augusta National's natural beauty was born in a nurseryThe property was an indigo plantation until 1857, when Belgian Baron Louis Mathieu Edouard Berckmans purchased the land. He and his son, Prosper Julius Alphonse, formed a partnership a year later to start a
nursery.Under the name Fruitland Nurseries, the two men began to import many different types of trees and plants from other countries. Prosper is credited with popularizing the azalea plant, which is found all over Augusta National. But the business ceased operations a few years after Prosper's death in 1910.Enter Jones and Roberts, who were
looking for a suitable piece of land on which to build Jones' dream course after he won the Grand Slam in 1930 and retired from competitive golf. They decided to buy the old Fruitland property for $70,000 in 1931.The emphasis on plant life was evident from the start. With a good foundation to begin with, Roberts and Jones enlisted the help of Louis
Alphonse Berckmans, son of Prosper Berckmans.He returned to Augusta during the construction of the course and, at age 74, helped decide where the varieties would be located. According to club records, a few were already in the right location but most had to be planted.Quaker Oats founder credited with Augusta National flower

Crowell, of Chicago, founded the Quaker Oats Company in 1901 and was renowned nationwide for his philanthropy, as well as popularizing oatmeal across the U.S.Read More: Baby Azalea
extends Masters theme in Sergio Garcia's lifeln Augusta, he was known for gardening. Like many wealthy northerners in the 1920s, Crowell spent summers in Chicago before venturing to Augusta from December to May. The businessman purchased a home on Cumming Road, a short distance from Walton Way and Augusta Country Club, and it was
here Crowell became intrigued with growing flowers.Crowell’s garden caught the eye of Jones and Roberts, who asked Crowell to be a landscape artist for the course grounds. He was officially given the title as chairman of the beautification committee in 1932 - two years before the inaugural Masters Tournament.Between December of 1931 and May
of 1932, Crowell and Louis Berckmans (son of Prosper Berckmans) spent countless hours at Augusta National, selecting which shrubs and flowers would be placed.How close is the Masters?: Augusta National looks just about ready to host the tournamentCrowell and Berckmans planted more than 4,000 plants and trees in the spring of 1932, including
azaleas, dogwoods, honeysuckle and magnolias. No bud placement came without intent.Over the years, more than 80,000 plants of more than 350 varieties have been added.The azalea ice packing mythThe theory that Augusta National packs its azaleas in ice so they'll be in bloom during Masters week has been prevalent for decades. We checked with
a professional horticulturist to trouble-shoot the theory. Here’s what we learned:Think about the logistics involved. Augusta National is 365 acres big and filled with thousands of flowers and plants. It would take a small army to perform this task.Ice melts. (Well, you knew that already.) But the point is it would be tough to keep the ice on the plants in
the Georgia heat.Even at home, packing plants in ice doesn’t work very well.As always, Mother Nature will has the final say. was Louis Alphonse Berckmans, son of P.J.A. Berckmans, who, along with [club founders] Bobby Jones and Clifford Roberts, adorned each hole with the plant for which it was named. At age 74, Louis returned to Augusta to help rehabilitate the trees and shrubs on the golf course. He was made a member of the Club and in approximately 1932, as a
member of the Beautification Committee, decided where to locate the 18 varieties.
