"I can really feel that the city is into reinvent itself", says Santi Moix, a painter who divides his time between
Barcelona and New York. "There is a return to authenticity and quality not only in the arts, but in everything. Now that we have shown the world what we can do with food there is this incredible energy to do the same in other arenas." An arena in which the city already excels is hospitality, with something like 20 five-star hotels, including the W and the Mandarin Oriental. And no
hotel seems complete without a Michelin star restaurant. Moix's favourite is Drolma, within the Hotel Majestic, where chef Fermi Puig serves his classic Catalans updated in style. It is imagined that the accommodations were more rustic when the Carthaginians established the first store here in the 3rd century BC. Today Barcelona of just over 1.6 million people is the capital of the
north-eastern region of Catalonia of Spain, but it was already a flourishing cosmopolitan port when landed Madrid was only a dusty fortress with some houses piled around it. Through periods of enormous prosperity or during invasions, wars and devastating plagues, the merchant mentality of the Catalans has always meant to return to business without losing a beat. 19th century, the walled city — the area now known as the Gothic Quarter — was one of the most densely populated in the world. contemporaries, such as Lluis Doménech i Montaner and Josep Puig i Cadafalch, who have left an indelible mark to the city. "Barcelona has long been a city of architect,” says Oscar Tusquets Blanca, who designed the sensitive expansion and modernization of Domenech i Montaner, the Palau de la Mlsica Catalana. "Styles, movements and awakenings last as long as they last,
explains Tusquets Blanca. "A great creativity was triggered by the Russian revolution, for example, but lasted about five years. For some reason, Barcelona's creative path was considerably longer." Certainly the architectural "race" of the city began much before the Art Nouveau. The best way to understand its history is to trace the development from the neighborhood to the
neighborhood, starting from the Gothic Quarter, overlooking the port and is the heart of the old town. Here, in a fragment of small streets lined with 400, 500 and 600 years old houses that seem to be held, you will find the Cathedral, the Town Hall and countless Gothic buildings.Renaissance palaces with their cove portals opening onto charming interior courtyards. on the eastern
edge of the historic center are the born and rebera neighborhoods, now vortex of trendy shops. While the laundry runs on the balconies above, a different kind of rag craft takes place in boutiques like the comercial, which has five outposts in the space of two blocks. between the obligatory stages of the artist saints moix in born there is vila viniteca, a wine shop and specialties
managed by joaquim vila, that moix says "can tell you everything you have to know about Spanish and Catalan wines." west of the old town there is the barrio known as el raval, which, although quickly gentrificante, still mixes in quite large urban racgla take to hold it an authentic edge (traduction there is much to love about the rambla, despite its exotic-bird sellers and undisciplined
hub. there is the famous boqueria market, a market of products of the xvii century which is the heart and soul of the culinary circuit of the city. (it is said all that two of the greatest tourist attractions of barcelona are the production markets - the other, the market of holy caterpillars to the ribera, has a wildly wavy mosaic-clad roof and has been presented in an architectural exhibition
at the museum of modern art of New York.) Other addresses to report are the great teatre of liceu, one of the most famous works of Europeand MACBA, the contemporary art museum built by Richard Meier. Beyond its flaming architecture, the other remarkable design of the Eixample is its shopping. The famous Passeig de Gracia is lined with luxury boutiques such as Bagués-
Masriera in the neo-Gothic Amatller House of Puig i Cadafalch. In addition to their contemporary designs, Bagués continues to produce (from the original molds) the gold and enamel jewels of Lluis Masriera, one of the masters of Art Nouveau. Two years
ago she and her partner fashionista Niki Robinson started Antiques & Boutiques, offering customers custom shopping tours throughout the city. A completely different atmosphere in detail exists north of the wide Avinguda Diagonal in the multiethnic and artistic district of Gracia. Once a separate village that gave the Passeig de Gracia (the main road to Gracia) its name, the area
still retains its taste and village atmosphere. With narrowersmaller buildings, and lower rents than the surroundings of Eixample, Gracia is a paradise for retail upstarts, with lots of fashionable shops selling sneakers, bicycles and vintage clothing; also offers wine bars and a fantastic selection of Moroccan, Portuguese, Greek and Lebanese restaurants. Where Gracia converges
with the Eixample, the small Carrer Seneca is full of fresh shops, which characterize everything, from design children's clothes to vintage bags, as well as restaurants that mix high style with simple charm. Guests can also stay in the Casa Fuster district, one of the most sumptuous residential facilities in Doménech i Montaner and now a five-star hotel with a famous jazz bar, Café
Vienés, where Woody Allen was jammed as Vicky Cristina Barcelona. Some architectural wonders of the 21st century have already ascended into the city, or at least on its edge. Toyo Ito, Richard Rogers and Jean Nouvel have built sparkling towers. And, of course, the spires of Gaudi's Sagrada Familia, deeply consecrated by the Pope, continue their ascent on the horizon. It is
now planned for completion in 2026, and despite the fact that it is built without Gaudi (or any design, which was lost decades ago,) will still be considered the most important religious structure of the 20th century. Gastronomyly the city is thriving, like many former pupils of El Bulli, the famous restaurant of Ferran Adria an hour north of Barcelona (which is expected to close at
leastnext year,) they established their establishments. the former executive chef of el bulli, albert raurich, opened the dos palillos, inspired Asian, in the funky house camper hotel in the raval. and carles Abellan is now responsible for five kitchens, including the low-key tapas 24 as well as the good-end grill at the hotel w. even if he contemplates his next move, adria and his brother
have just launched a tapas bar called tickets, in the heart of the theater district, which will undoubtedly be the next hot ticket in the city. but then the revivals and the beginnings are nothing new in a city where the premises still dance the sardana in front of the Sunday cathedral and vintage jewelry are broken by urban hipsters to the market of the antiquarians of the weekend near
